Introduction 
 

Hello and thank you for showing interest in the Argyll Racing program.  As part of its desire 
to become more active in the motor sports activities in Alberta, Argyll Motor Sports decided to 

initiate this new concept in rider support in 2004.  The hope was that it would reflect Argyll 
Motor Sports’ intent of assisting all levels of club and regional racing.   
 
As an Argyll Racer, in addition to the price discount benefits, you will also have access to 
the team’s infrastructure already in place at racing events including access to power 
generators, a compressor, tire tools and shelter.  Additionally the team members will be 
available to provide help or lend tools that you may not have brought.  The idea itself is 
obviously not new as club racing thrives on the concept of helping each other out but the 
hope here is that it will make the task of getting organized to get out and prepared for 
racing a bit simpler for everyone. 
 
In addition to the support offered by the shop, some of our team sponsors have also 
stepped forward to try and help out as well.  As a result, certain designated products or 
catalogs will have additional price reductions associated to them.  As the program grows 
through your involvement and enthusiasm it is reasonable to expect that the number of 
similar opportunities will also increase. 
 
A common comment with regards to past support efforts in the region has been that people 
did not really know what was being offered and who could access it.  To try and address 

this, the Argyll Racing program has attempted to eliminate any ambiguity in this area.  Set 
support levels have been established and are assigned based on a points system.  Support 
has been made available for all levels of racer from the first season, fresh out of race 
school beginner to the long time, love to race, veteran. 
 
Obviously a part of the motivation for doing this is to attract new customers and retain the 
ones already in place.  As a result, a large part of the points system is focused on 
encouraging shop loyalty and involvement in your local club’s activities in addition to 
presenting yourselves in a manner befitting of a sponsored rider.   
 
Argyll Motor Sports would love to see its riders do well but we believe that participation and 
involvement is what allows any club/regional sport to thrive.  We are very proud of our 
involvement in the sport as well as that shown by our sponsors and yourselves.  We would 
like our riders to be proud of us. 
 
Promotions Points System 
 

Argyll Racing has chosen to adopt a points system to govern its rider promotions.  The system 
is designed to reward results, personal involvement in the sport and shop loyalty.  Points 
are accumulated during the course of a season and are used to classify a rider for the 
following year.  The number of points scored in a single season will determine the level of 
sponsorship available to a given rider for the following year.  Should a rider fail to 
achieve the level of points required to remain at a given sponsorship level, the rider will 
fall back to a level commensurate with the points accumulated.  As with any structured 
classification system, allowances will be made for special circumstances including, injury 
or unforeseen personal matters.  This decision will remain at the discretion of Argyll Motor 
Sports and will be addressed on a case by case basis. 
 

Any racer looking to become an Argyll Racing rider can submit points acquired from a previous 
season to obtain a sponsorship level based on that point’s level.  Loyalty points are only 
awarded for consecutive years of shop loyalty. 
 

Each Argyll Racing support rider will be provided with a tracking form on which to keep track 
of his or her acquired points over the course of the year.  These forms are to be submitted 
for review to the program administrators at the end of the season. 
 
Each rider’s points will be zeroed at the start of every season.  Points can be accumulated 
at EMRA, CMRA, CMRC, or CMA events. 
 
 



Support Levels 
 
- To access any Argyll Racing rider support program the rider must be the holder of an Argyll 

Racing Racer Card 

- Each support rider will receive an Argyll Racing pit shirt and a set of sponsor decals and 
patches 

- Every support rider will have shared access to the team infrastructure at the track, 
including power, air compressor, tire tools and shelter 

 
Level 1 

- Less than 25 roadracing points or less than 50 MX points (or no previous 
results), maybe just getting started with racing 

- Will get at least 15% off retail prices on parts and accessories 
- May have access to additional price reductions courtesy of team sponsor support 

 
Level 2  

- Has 25 roadracing points or 50 MX points accumulated from the previous season 

of racing according to the Argyll Racing points systems 
- Will get at least 20% off retail prices on parts and accessories 
- May have access to additional price reductions courtesy of team sponsor support 

 
Level 3 

- Has 50 roadracing points or 100 MX points accumulated from the previous 

season of racing according to the Argyll Racing points systems 
- Will get at least 25% off retail prices on parts and accessories 
- May have access to additional price reductions courtesy of team sponsor support 

 
 
Roadracing and MX points structures are adjusted based on the number of events 
available in each discipline.  All riders expecting support for the following season must 
keep track of their points on the provided sheet and submit it to the Argyll Racing 
administrators for review. 
 
All points will be zeroed at the beginning of each season.  It should be noted that Argyll 
Motor Sports reserves the right to adjust the points system or the support level benefits.  All 
efforts will be made to provide as much notice as possible if such adjustments are found 
to be necessary. 
 
Sponsor Promo bonuses will be issued to support riders who do an exceptional job of 

trying to promote their sponsors.  Argyll Racing administrators will be looking for such 
efforts throughout the season at all events. 
 
Sportsmanlike awards will be awarded based on a two-step process first involving a 
nomination and description of the reason for nomination by a fellow rider followed by 

review by the Argyll Racing administrators.  All nominations seen as valid examples of 
exemplary sportsmanlike conduct will be awarded the bonus.  Nominations will be sought at 
the end of the season. 
 
The bike or ATV purchase bonus will be awarded to any Argyll Rider having purchased a 
new or used motorcycle or ATV from Argyll Motor Sports during the current points season. 
 
Race results points will be halved if less than 5 riders are registered in the given class. 
 
Championship results points will be halved if less than 10 riders have collected points 
during the race season in the given class. 
 

The Club volunteer bonus will be awarded to Argyll Racing roadracing riders who frequently 
volunteer their time to help their racing club (executive duties, event organization, etc.). 
 
The race attendance bonus is awarded to any Argyll Racer who rides during a race 
weekend. 
 
Loyalty bonuses are based on consecutive years of loyalty as an Argyll Racer prior to the 
current points season.  It should be noted that consecutive years prior to the creation of 
this program will be honored. 



 
Maintenance and appearance bonus will be awarded to Argyll Racing MX riders who do an 
outstanding job of maintaining their racing machines both appearance wise and mechanically 
 
Code of Conduct 
 

It is important to realize that as an Argyll Racing support rider, you represent Argyll Motor Sports 
and its sponsors.  As a result of this there is an expected level of professionalism on your 
part that must be maintained.  A breach of any of the following items would be considered 

as cause for review of your status as an Argyll Racing rider. 
 

- Argyll Racing riders will conduct themselves in professional and courteous manner when 
at practice, racing, or track day events.  Unsportsmanlike conduct or willful disregard 
for rules and regulations of the venue or the organizer will not be tolerated. 

- Argyll Racing riders are expected to have Argyll Motor Sports logos and patches displayed as per 
the team logo placement outline.  Supplied racer pit shirts are to be kept presentable 
and worn whenever possible at riding events to help promote the sponsors. 

- Argyll Racing riders shall not engage in public criticism of any of the sponsors associated 

with the program or those of an individual Argyll Racing rider 

- Argyll Racing riders are expected to help out with general clean up of the shared pit 
facilities at the end of each event day and help maintain said pits in a presentable state 
during the day 

- Argyll Racing riders will not use or display the Argyll Motor Sports logo or any associated 
sponsor logo while engaged in activities unbecoming of a sponsored rider or in a manner 
disrespectful of said sponsors 

- Argyll Racing riders shall not display logos of direct competitors of Argyll Motor Sports on their 
race machines, race/pit attire or in their pit facilities.  If unsure advice from 
administrator should be sought. 

 

Argyll Racing racer card 
 

Each Argyll Racing rider will be issued a card identifying her or him as an Argyll Racing racer.  
This card will link you to your racer account at Argyll Motor Sports.  Your account will be set up 
in line with your level of support and allow you to obtain your deals without having to get 
permission.  In order to ensure that the deals are used for the purpose of supporting your 
individual race efforts, you will be asked to declare your race bike(s) at the beginning of 

the race season and inform the Argyll Racing administrator of any changes during the year.  
We are very happy to help each of you out with your racing efforts but it is important that 
this opportunity not be abused, as we obviously cannot afford to offer these discounts to 
everyone.  Any abuse of the racer discount system will result in an interruption of the 
support rider’s support.  We ask that you bring your racer card in to the shop when you 
intend to purchase items for your racing efforts. 

 
The Argyll Racing Wall of Fame 
 
As has been said already, we are very proud of this program and the racers it will support.  

In view of this we have decided to set a wall of fame recognizing our Argyll Racing riders.  The 
intent is to get pictures of each racer with his or her race machine and have these mounted 
with their name and race number on the wall.  We would ask that you wear your team pit 
shirt for the occasion.   Arrangements will be made to get the picture done as early in the 
season as possible by the program administrators.  It is recommended that you obtain 
patches from any of your sponsors to add to your pit shirt as a way of thanking them as 
well. 
 

The Argyll Racing Website 
 
In an effort to help spread the word of this program and to provide another way for its 

support riders to promote themselves, Argyll Motor Sports will be adding Argyll Racing pages to the 

Argyll Motor Sports website.  Over the course of the season, pictures taken of our riders in 
action will be placed onto the website.  In time we hope to see this section grow. 



  
Argyll Racing roadracing racer deals 
 
In addition to the purchase discounts already discussed, Argyll will be offering its racers a 
chance to access deals on specific items and services.  So far the following deals through 
Argyll Motor Sports are in place. 
 
- There will be group purchases made available to the racers at good price reductions 

during the season.   Specific prices and availability are obtainable through the program 
administrators.  Order deadlines for each group order will be announced as soon as 
possible. 

- Argyll Motor Sports will be doing tire changes for Argyll Racing riders on Thursday evenings from 
6 pm to 8 pm for $12.00 plus tax and supplies per tire.  Requests for changes to be 
done at other times will bring about regular fees of $25 per tire 

- Argyll Motor Sports has a fully equipped eddy current brake dyno in its maintenance 
department.  Dyno runs will be made available to Argyll racers at $80 per run 
including operator fees and output analysis instead of the regular $100.  Tuning work 
done in conjunction with the runs will be billed out at regular shop rates. 

- A one time only offer for new racers, just getting started in racing, will be made 
available for the purchase of the bare minimums to get that person through their first 
tech inspection and safely participate in their first races.  The purchase discount 
available for this purchase will be an extra 5% to bring in it line with a level 2 rider.  
Once the purchase is made, the rider will revert back to the level 1 deal.  Items that 
will be made available are 
- 1 set of tires (note that the price here will likely not be as good as the group 

purchase prices but if the person misses those this will still help) 
- Leathers  
- Helmet 
- Boots 
- Gloves 
- Back protector  
- Safety wire kit 
- Water wetter
