1. Called to order at 6:45pm 
2. Reviewed action items (refer to Table 1 on page ) 
3. Justin provided a comprehensive WCC update explaining the streamlined approach for 2026 

with only Calgary and Edmonton participating, eliminating complex registration systems from 
previous years. 

a. WCC will feature 12 classes are as follows: Superbike (Exp and Int), Open Supersport (Exp and 
Int), 600 SBK (Exp and Int), 600 Supersport (Exp and Int), Middleweight SBK, Middleweight 
Supersport, Lightweight Superbike, Lightweight Supersport. 

b. Area 27 will host a Super Pole event on April 26-27 as a non-points WCC exhibition, with the 
main WCC round scheduled for June 25-26 in Calgary. 

4. Insurance renewal discussions centered on maintaining the same policy as last year with Kevin 
5. Tim outlined his treasurer role responsibilities including financial sustainability, regulatory compliance 

with CRA and insurance requirements, cash flow forecasting, and strategic support for revenue 
analysis 

a. Monthly treasurer updates will include rough financial summaries of each race weekend's 
profitability, registration numbers, and overall cash flow status rather than detailed accounting 
reports. 

b. Banking setup remains incomplete with Tim needing to finalize signature authority and post 
office box access, while track rental deposits have been paid to both venues. 

6. YEG Bike Show planning includes upgrading to a 10x30 booth space, implementing table extensions 
for better engagement, and organizing a leaning motorcycle display with race school giveaway. 

a. Locate a tv to run clip reel  
7. Extensive task assignments were distributed among executive members covering everything from 

volunteer coordination and equipment setup to program design and sponsor management for the 2026 
season. 

8. Race school preparation involves ordering approximately 90 t-shirts for students and instructors, with 
Mike taking primary responsibility for program creation and various logistics coordination. 
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9. Next executive meeting was scheduled for March 9th at 6:30 PM, with the MotoGP fundraiser event 
planned for March 1st requiring cash box and payment processing equipment.
